KA raised the issue of gender on mathematics in the ISA data. She wished to know to what 
extent is this a priority for the College, whether there is a concerted effort and who is in 
charge. Extensive discussion ensued on possible factors at home (e.g. private tuition) as well 
as school which impact on girls’ attitudes towards maths & science, and not just in Hong 
Kong, as well as on the challenge of how to interpret and respond to the data. HB concluded 
that the broad issue of gender and STEM education continues to be on the College’s radar. 

Council approved the action item on the two year extension of a member of the support staff’s 
(Nelson Lam) contract, from 2017 – 2019.
